LEARNING ABOUT ENTREPRENEURSHIP

School:  1st High School of Cholargos

Time:  50’
Age: 14-15

OBJECTIVES: learn about the importance of enterprising, the main principles of entrepreneurship, the advantages and disadvantages of being a businessman. What someone needs to know to start up a new business. Students also learn new vocabulary
OUTCOMES: students will get a sufficient knowledge of entrepreneurship.
The whole class take part in the procedure. Students have already told to gather pictures or texts from magazines, newspapers or internet about successful companies or businessmen.

First, they have to answer the following questions. We discuss about entrepreneurship and businessmen in our country.
· Which businessmen do you know nowadays in Greece?
· Which sector have these businessmen excelled in?

· What do you think they owe their success to?

· Based on today's data (society needs, possibilities, etc.) if you had the chance, what kind of business would you start? Why?

Students give answers to the questions talking about successful businessmen they know or companies they admire. Moreover, each student tells his/her opinion of what kind of company they are going to establish today if they had the chance.
So, we try to find the basic principles of entrepreneurship concluding from what the students have already said.
1. Enterprising means to start up and carry out a new company.
2. There are a lot of kinds of enterprises: an enterprise offers a product, a process or service for sale or hire.

3. A businessman starting and developing a company wants mainly to make a profit.
4. He should have an innovative idea with an impact.
5. He has to take into consideration some situations or factors:
· His interests
· His background and experiences

· His financial resources

· His network and connections

· The market needs

Students divided into groups are going to present an example of a company or a businessman they have already found in newspapers, magazines or internet. They should justify why they think these companies or businessmen are successful.
We will see if students have learned about the main characteristic of entrepreneurship and if they can justify sufficiently why a company or a businessman are successful.
· Each group presented their work to others.
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
